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GREEN CITIES INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE: PUTRAJAYA URBAN

PUTRAJAYA - On 24t July 2009, the Malaysian Government launched the
National Green Technology Policy with the aim to enhance the nation’s
environmental sustaiability by reducing its carbon footprint through four
primary pillars of energy, environment, economy and social perspective.
